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parmission of Rdison and Johnson ineur liabilities agsinst
the firm bayond the axpenses necassary for the probar con-

duct of the business, and he shall not sign sndorse or

accapt notes or other comnarcial paper on hehalf of the
firm without the c¢onsent of Rdison and Johnson.

IFf mither Hergmann or Johnson make any improvement or
invention during the c¢untinuance of the ce-partnership,
a patent on the same shall he takuﬁ out in the name of thsa
firtn, and shall beloung to the firm, provided all partnars
¢ongant theratu, and in such case the axpsnsae shall ha
borne by the irm,. Aut if all partners do not eonsent,
the party making such invention or improvement shall hava
thy right after submitting the same t& the rema ining part-
nere to take out the patent in his own name and at his own
expensa, without however, charging any of the expense con-
nected therawith against the irm. But should any impro-
ments, inventions or patents of same being the proparty

of third partiss bs offarsed to Bergmann and Johnson, or

sither of them, ths s=ame ruls shall apply to wit, neithar
Bargmann nor Johnson shall buy the same or any intarast
therein without Mprst offaring it to the [irm.

FIRTH, IT IS AGREED that on the first day of Sep-
tembar of mach year during the continuance of this eo-

partnarship, an itemized account of stock shall he taken
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and the hooks shall be balanced and the profits and losses
for tﬁa praceding year made up and proportiocnad, and a

copy of the same shall be furnished to Johnson and Edison.

IT IS5 PURTHER AGRERED that tha books of aceount and all
gorrespondence, papers and documents ol all kinds, shall
at all times he open to the inspection of Juhnson and
Rdison, or of their authorized agents.

STXTH. IT 15 ACREEZD that neithar Rergmann Johnson

or Rdison shall sxecutes a mortgaga or liesn on theair share
of tha huginess without the consant of the other two part-
NArsS.
SEVENTH. The profits and losses of the husiness

shall be divided as follows:

1lst. Bergnann shall be allowed a weakly salary
of fifty dollars, thea sams to he chargsd against the lirm,
and to be paid by thes firm to him without refersnce as to
whether any profits area made in the husiness or not,

2nd. Arter paying all the axpsnses of the hus-
inmge, and alter allowing Bergmann his salary at tha rats

of 850. par weak as afloresaid, the profits and losses of

the business shall he divided equally betwsen Bargmann, i

Johnson and Edison share and shara alike. '
RLOHTH. Should any controversy arisa ragarding the

interpratation, meaning or intention of any part of this

agreement, it is agresd that ths same shall ha detesrminad

hy an arbiter ta ba jointly agresd upon by Johnsun, Bearg-
mann and Edison, and in thes event of their failing to agres

upon such an arbiter, it is agreed that Johnson, Besrgnann

' and Edison shall =mach name one arbiter, and the decision
of 4 majority of the said threa arbiters, or in the event
of their agresing upon a singlq arhiter, the decision of
the said onem arhitar shall he linal and hinding upon Rarg-
mann, Johnson and Edison.
